Member advised upon reporting to Seattle/Tacoma International Airport (SEATAC):
If their AMC flight to Japan is scheduled more than 72 hours from arrival to SEATAC, member must report to TPU Puget Sound Bangor, WA to terminate their leave status. 

If going to TPU, Take the Kitsap Airporter Shuttle.  Cost is approximately $30.00.  Keep receipts for reimbursement.
Go to the Kitsap Airporter Service Counter located in the Main Terminal Building on the baggage level, near carousel #1. Look for South Ground Transportation Lot Door #00.

Once onboard the Kitsap Airporter Shuttle, inform the dispatcher or driver that your destination is TPU Puget Sound. The Kitsap Airporter will drop you off at the AM/PM gas station/mini mart in Poulsbo, WA. Contact TPU Puget Sound Quarterdeck at Phone: 360-396-1893 to get picked up.

If AMC flight is less than 72 hours or delayed to no fault of the member, go straight to AMC counter for further guidance.
Things Sailors Need To Do: 
 1)     Keep ALL receipts and all should reflect $0 balance or amount paid. 
2)      If Sailor gets married en route, they need to have the marriage certificate, spouse information, spouse next of kin information and child’s/step child’s information (i.e addresses, DOB, phone numbers.)
3)      If an AMC flight delay is longer than 24 hrs, check into the AMC flight help desk (see above and contact sponsors immediately).
4)      Keep ALL flight itineraries for EVERY flight, even the SATO rerouted flights. Dependents included. 
5)      Sailors must “CHECK IN” to Reagan Ranch before they come to the ship (UPON ARRIVAL TO YOKOSUKA). 
6)      Read PCS orders in its ENTIRETY.
7)      Make contact with Reagan Ranch en-route to Yokosuka.  (See contact info on top of the page)


Things Sailors Don’t Do:
1)      Sailors don’t have all zero balance receipts from hotels, rental cars, etc. 
2)      If member stays in a hotel off base, they MUST HAVE a Certificate of Non-Availability (CNA) signed stating they couldn’t stay at Navy lodge (or Navy Gateway in and Suites – NGIS). 
3)      Sailors not keeping in contact with more than one sponsor or person in their department to ensure smooth transition.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]4)      Sailors don’t always have their Overseas Screening or verify that they have all their proper documents before coming to the command. If they don’t know they should always ask. 
5)      Sailors should not stay in a hotel when they arrive at SEATAC, WA because they will not be reimbursed for hotel and days spent at the hotel will be charged as leave.  
6)      Dependents must be receive Family Entry Approval (FEA) prior to coming to Japan.  There will be disruptions with pay if family members come without FEA approval and SATO coordination.  Don’t pay for your own flight, use SATO.  Flights (to include dependents will not be reimbursed.
